Abstract

Heritage sites and buildings in Egypt are suffering from severe deterioration, required
maintenance information, as well as the lack of a significant number of architects with
different expertise in the field of conservation. The paper focuses on the major role of
effective architectural education in facing society problems through the provision of
courses that can provide a strong foundation for the students in the field of architecture
and urban heritage preservation on both professional and academic levels. The research
suggests an undergraduate elective course that aims to help architectural departments
students in Egypt to recognize the importance of the architectural documentation stage
in the success of built heritage preservation and restoration, by providing the maximum
amount of information and data obtained using the documentation modern techniques
that reflect the current condition which affects preservation decision-making in its
various forms and levels (maintenance, restoration, renewal, and re-use). The paper
describes the proposed course objectives, learning outcomes as well as learning
materials and evaluation methods.
